Adults in school are trained annually in Epipen use, Diabetes, Epilepsy
and administering medicines. The medicines policy is available on our
website should you wish for additional information.

For children with special needs, and for able children, we can
provide:

e Additional group work with precise planning for the level of need
e Professional support and agency links via our Inclusion Co-ordinator
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7. Will my child have an opportunity to play an instrument?
The creative curriculum is alive and well at North Heath!

e Music is part of the National Curriculum and is taught throughout
the school

e Y3 currently learn how to play the recorder

e West Sussex Music Service provide professional support for Y4 in
learning an instrument (flute or clarinet)

e Peripatetic teachers also provide guitar, piano, saxophone, flute and
clarinet lessons

e All children have an opportunity to sing to their families and to the
school in class assemblies, year group productions and Christmas
shows

8. What are your academic standards like?

We take pride in our pupils leaving North Heath as good citizens
as well as them having attained highly through a positive attitude
to learning. Due to Covid - 19, there are no primary school
national test results for English schools since 2019.
